We would like to inform you that in exemption to 
section (1) of sub article (a) of article (10), and 
section (5) of sub article (c) of article (16) of 
Investment Account Instructions, the CMA Board of 
Commission issued its resolution dated 
17/04/1445H corresponding to 01/11/2023 
allowing the acceptance of power of attorney and 
documents issued outside the Kingdom and bears 

certification by the Saudi Embassy or Consulate at 
the issuing country and the Ministry of Foreign 
Affairs in the Kingdom. In exemption 

maybe used for authenticating all public documents 
issued outside the kingdom as one of the available 
methods of verification.
